-Rick described Magellan search software.

-More info is needed about “the client” for the website.  

-We have an “amalgam” of stuff, and need a middle layer to cohere everything.  Need to figure out how to enable a person to glue everything together, and put that “behind” the topical browser.

-X1 was pulled up and demonstrated.  Demo: “screening mammography”.  Jumps to documents, highlights search terms, sorts by date.  Rick thinks it’s good enough to get the SDK.

-Need to think about the nature of enabling a person to get paper files represented electronically.  This is one element of making this project useful and economical in terms of time. 

-Iris Pen shown 

-Rick talks about “hammer and nail” philosophy.

-Paradox database shown: relates physical films to electronic searchable files.  Coded by color, but now we would probably do bar codes.  

-Do we need the search capability in the project now that we have X1?

-Rick: each person stores and organizes individually.  The mapping operation (to get from one person’s storage system to another’s) is not one-to-one.  

-X1: simple interface, only four buttons.  They can extend this to make it useful for academic institutions using an SDK.  

-Shaila: concerns about space limitations.  Rick doesn’t seem to think this is an issue.

Patient data (Paradox and DecRad)

-Need to link these forms of data, make it searchable, and cluster the search results into topics tailored to individual users (that’s how we want to enhance it with the SDK).  

-SDK will be made available to the group ASAP.

-Tried out Windows search for comparison purposes…too slow.

-Looked at Metacrawler and Brainespot search engines.  Advantage of Brainespot was that it attempted to cluster the search results.  

Action items:
